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Dekho v2.1  

The latest version of Dekho, ESRI Australia's locally developed location intelligence gateway, will 
be released in quarter 3 2008. With improvements to existing functionality and a range of new 
extensions available, Dekho 2.1 enhances the user experience and delivers improved 
administration and additional security features. 

Dekho 2.1 sees new extensions available to facilitate integration with:

//// TechnologyOne DataWorks  
//// TechnologyOne Property & Rating Systems  
//// Trim Context

The new release also includes a number of user improvements, including public bookmarks, legend 
scalability and enhanced selection and review capabilities. Dekho administration and security is 
strengthened through improved tool customisation capabilities, public key encryption for passwords 
and user specific layer masking. 
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New Dekho Extensions  

 
 
Dekho Cognos Reports Extension 

This reporting extension allows customers to run Cognos 8 reports after selecting the desired features 
from within Dekho. A report can contain a Dekho map or query; with; users able to select their desired 
report from a range of reports available through a single click of the report button. 

The report is returned to the user in a new browser window in the users selected format (e.g. PDF). 

Any query that is configured in Dekho can be included in a report; which is designed using Cognos 
Report Studio. This extension provides a two-way interface to Cognos 8 reports and role-based access 
controls the selection of reports available to users. 

 

Dekho DataWorks Extension 

Dekho integration with TechnologyOne DataWorks enables users to open the DataWorks application 
from within the Dekho interface, displaying the documents related to the selected spatial feature. 

Users can also automatically navigate from DataWorks to the linked spatial feature in a Dekho map with a 
single click. This two-way interface to the TechnologyOne DataWorks applications provides users with 
operational efficiencies, streamlining workflows between the two applications. 

 
 

Dekho TRIM Extension  

A two-way interface between Dekho and the Trim Context document management system ensures 
clients are able to effectively and efficiently integrate Dekho and location intelligence into their corporate 
management systems. 

With a single click users are able to navigate from Trim Context to Dekho, with the relevant linked spatial 
feature being displayed; and vice versa. 

With the ability to open documents managed by Trim Context from within the Dekho interface a seamless 
workflow process can be established ensuring your location intelligence solutions is fully integrated and 
functional within your standard operating environment. 
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Dekho TechnologyOne Property & Rating Extension  

If your organisation utilises TechnologyOne Property & Rating system to manage their corporate assets, 
this extension allows you to easily integrate Dekho and Property & Rating to ensure efficient use of both 
systems.  

Formerly known as Proclaim, Dekho provides a two-way interface to the TechnologyOne system. Users 
are able to select features in either the Dekho or Property & Rating systems with the corresponding 
feature being displayed appropriately. For example the user can select a property in Dekho, click the 
TechnologyOne integration tool, and have Property & Rating open with the desired property displayed.  

 
 
 
 
 

Dekho ArcFM Server Extension  

This Dekho extension allows integration with the sophisticated utilities management application ArcFM. 
Ensuring easily visualisation and reporting across your organisation ArcFM trace and identify operations 
can be performed within the Dekho client interface. 

All trace types and trace options are available in ArcFM Desktop are available in Dekho including the 
network tracing of water, gas and electric networks.
